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The committee is charged with the task of updating the plagiarism links on the LWI website, and incorporating the relevant materials provided to the organization by Terri LeClercq.  The materials provided by Professor LeClercq were all in paper copy, so the committee uploaded them in .pdf format and placed them on a site accessible to all committee members from their home institutions.   Several members of the committee reviewed all of these materials, others reviewed the links currently on the LWI website, and others searched discussion list posts for possible useful links to plagiarism materials.  The committee recommends that the following materials from these sources be made available on the LWI website:
